I'm
proud of what we’ve accomplished
this year and optimistic about the
future.

The Friends of Messalonskee lake
association increased its member-
ship from about 50 members to over
350! We supported their efforts this
summer to manage milfoil in their
lake and the Belgrade Stream, and
we will continue to support them.

We supported the Belgrade Lakes
Association again this year in their
fight against the milfoil infestation in
Great Meadow Stream and Great
Pond. We found fewer milfoil plants
than expected this summer! We will
not let our guard down, but we are
very pleased that our hard work is
paying dividends.

Rick Watson and his North Pond
Association made the Smithfield
Fairview Grange located on North
Pond LakeSmart! The Maine Lakes
Resource Center, our home office,
also earned the LakeSmart award.

Dave Hallee volunteered to be-
come the new president of the

McGrath Pond/Salmon Lake Associa-
tion replacing Ron Purnell. Dave has
been very active in the Lake Trust,
and we look forward to working with
him in his new position.

We intercepted fragments of milfoil
coming out of boats on Messalonskee
Lake on four different occasions; frag-
ments that may have ended up in one
of our other Belgrade Lakes.

East Pond Association conducted a
shoreline survey in September to get
a better understanding of where they
should focus their work to improve
water quality on East Pond.

We implemented 100 Best Manage-
ment Practices this season trapping
phosphorus before it could be trans-
ported into our lakes, decreasing the
possibility of nasty algal blooms.

The Town of Rome won a court de-
cision against a communications com-
pany that proposed to build a cell
tower near The Mountain. We are not
against improved technology, but The
Mountain is our most popular hiking
trail so we lobbied for an alternative
location. The company has appealed
the decision but we are hopeful that
the decision will be upheld.

We purchased an additional 278
acres of land on the western side of
the Kennebec Highlands adjacent to
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ing us access from

the first time.

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Milfoil Program: Season Update

Prevention: Memorial Day weekend
is generally seen as the kick-off to
summer. It’s also the weekend when
the BRCA Milfoil Program starts send-
ing out Courtesy Boat Inspectors to
all seven public boat launches in the
Belgrade Lakes watershed. This year,
we hired 26 boat inspectors, mostly
from within the watershed, to staff
the boat launches through Labor Day
weekend. BRCA has one of the larg-
est regional courtesy boat inspection
programs in the state. Last year,
BRCA conducted about 16% of all in-
spections in the state. This year, our
inspectors logged 12,310 inspections!
There were four “saves” in our water-
shed this summer. Three variable
milfoil fragments were found on
boats coming out of the Sidney boat
launch on Messalonskee Lake, and
one fragment of variable
milfoil was found on a
boat coming out of Messa-
lonskee Lake at the Oak-
land boat launch. Thank
you to our Courtesy Boat
Inspectors, as well as Lake
Associations and Towns in
the watershed for your
continued support of this
program. Prevention con-
tinues to be the most
effective way to win the
battle against invasive
aquatic plants!

Early Detection: Our sec-
ond summer of Adopt-A-
Shoreline on Great Pond
and Long Pond continued to engage
shorefront property owners and oth-
er volunteers in surveying the shore-
line for invasive aquatic plants, spe-
cifically variable milfoil. So far, twen-
ty-three miles of shoreline has been
“adopted” on these two lakes. Next
summer, we hope to expand this pro-
gram, and get other lakes involved.
This summer our invasive plant patrol

volunteers had some help from
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Colby College interns, Andrew New-
comb and Kiana Kawamura. Andrew
and Kiana surveyed all of North Pond
and East Pond to develop a baseline
of native plants and look for invasive
aquatic plants. Thankfully, no inva-
sive plants were found and we now
have a record of all the native plants
on each of these waterbodies. We
hope to survey Salmon Lake/McGrath
Pond during the summer of 2015.
Mitigation: Thanks to the implemen-
tation of our new DASH (diver assist-
ed suction harvester), the summer of
2014 brought another considerable
effort by our summer milfoil crew and
New England Milfoil. 12,900 gallons
of milfoil were removed from the
Great Meadow Stream and Great
Pond, and 16,438 gallons were re-
moved from the Belgrade Stream.

Although there is still variable milfoil
present in the Great Meadow Stream
and North Bay, the volume has signifi-
cantly decreased and we are making
steady progress. The most important
piece of this effort is to keep it going
and prevent spread to other parts of
the lake. BRCA is working on some
new survey equipment to make sur-
veying the lakes more efficient and
effective. Stay tuned!
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At this time, our efforts in the Bel-
grade Stream are focused on access
points and pushing the plants away
from uninfested waterways. Our
crews worked near the Wings Mill
Dam and unofficial boat launch off
Bartlett Road, the unofficial boat
launch off Knowles Road, and the car-
ry-in boat launch off Route 27.
Partnerships & Volunteers: BRCA is
lucky for the opportunity to partner
with local universities through their
summer intern programs. This past
summer we were fortunate enough
to get three interns from the Univer-
sity of Maine at Farmington’s (UMF)
Partnership for Civic Advancement,
and two interns from Colby College.
In addition, we hired two students
from the University of Maine at Oro-
no, one other student from UMF, and
one student from Kenne-
bec Valley Community

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Youth Conservation Corps: Season Update

This is the 26™ year BRCA has
helped protect the natural resources
of the Belgrade Lakes. The Youth Con-
servation Corps (YCC) has completed
its 19" year of service. My name is
Nathan Durant and this is my first
year as the (YCC) director. Last year |
spent with the Maine Conservation
Corps (MCC) cutting new trail and
maintaining existing ones. This expe-
rience has sparked a fiery passion for
conservation that | wish to stoke
throughout my life.

Best management practices
(BMPs) are specifically designed
structures that mitigate erosion. The
YCC installed many of these practices
such as: shoreline armoring (rip rap);
infiltration trenches; rubber razors;
and rain gardens. These structures
mitigate erosion by diverting the wa-
ter to vegetated areas, stabilizing
slopes and shorelines, or infiltrating
water into the earth. All these practic-
es prevent phosphorus and other
contaminants from entering our
lakes.
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2014 season had a full crew
of 15. We had a great summer of in-
stalling many BMPs all across the wa-
tershed. We visited a total of 46 sites
and installed 105 BMPs. We hit all the
lakes in the region including the Ser-
pentine in Smithfield. We only had
four new members this year including
myself. The rest of the crew mem-
bers have had YCC experience. | must
thank the crew members and leaders
that are veterans of this program.
They taught me many things about
the program and we couldn’t have
reached 105 BMPs installed without
their knowledge and expertise.

2015 is upon us and the list is
already being filled. Here at the YCC
we are always looking for projects to
mitigate erosion. If you have experi-
enced erosion on your property and
you want us to take a look please give
me a call at 207-931-8791 or e-mail
brcacc@belgradelakes.org.

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Included in the new version of the
map are two new trails and a re-
route of an existing trail. Sander’s
Hill in the Kennebec Highlands has
been re-routed to follow the stream
along the western section of the
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loop. The new loop on The Moun-
tain (“Outer Loop”), has already seen
a lot of hiking traffic since it was
opened in 2013. Thisisa 1.1 mile
loop that starts and ends at the Great
Pond Loop with two overlooks of
Great Pond.

The ‘A’ Trail is a new multi-
use bike/hike addition to the Kenne-
bec Highlands trails. The trailhead is
the parking lot located at the corner
of Watson Pond Road and Wildflower
Estates (same parking area for Round
Top trail). The trail gains elevation
until reaching an open lookout area
with views of lower Long Pond at 3.3
miles. From the lookout, the trail
meanders along the ridgeline, ending
at the summit of McGaffey Mountain
(1,288').

The Friends of Messalonskee (FOM) had an extremely active summer working to
Lake Trust Corner control milfoil on the lake. Earlier in 2014 FOM built a DASH boat and operated the boat
for 7 1/2 weeks which resulted in pulling more than 40,000 lbs. of milfoil from infested
areas of Oakland, Sidney and Belgrade. Summer resources included three interns, two full time divers two part time
support staff and approximately ten other volunteers. Two 50 x 8 foot burlap benthic barrier test plots were
installed. Volunteers did some hand pulling in a heavily infested area of loon cove and overall there was approxi-
mately 600 hours of additional milfoil mapping, remapping and CBI volunteer work provided.

FOM is now in the planning stages for work in the lake and Belgrade Stream in 2015.

foundations. This is a challenging
and expensive project — given our
current budget, and the extent of
the infestation, containment is
our immediate strategy. We are
exploring other methods that
might be more effective or might
reduce costs but, for the moment,
keeping milfoil from infesting
more of Messalonskee Lake and
from infesting the other lakes in
our watershed is our first priority.
e BRCA has received funding to
launch an expanded education
program — and to hire our first

educator! This program is being
funded by two local foundations
that value education and that un-
derstand that the next and future
generations are critical to conser-
vation. We are in the process of
beginning to identify and meet
prospective candidates. We have
funding to hire a part-time year-
round person and they will work in
local schools to reach as many chil-
dren living in the watershed as
possible. We expect to have kids
on the lakes, in the woods, and in
the labs to learn first-hand. We
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hope to expand the program to a
full-time educator as experience
and funding develop. If you know
a great educator, who might want
to lead a lake and watershed sci-
ence program, and help build it
from the ground up, please intro-
duce them to BRCA!
As this short list suggests, your staff,
board, and our many volunteers have
been busy this year (and | am leaving
out several land conservation ease-
ments, a major water quality initia-
tive, and the Rome cell tower legal
battle now in federal court).
